The Greater Tirana Area has been developing rapidly, driven by
both the concentration of capital in Albania and foreign
investments. Despite the increase in industrial and domestic
wastewater, the sewerage system remains undeveloped, leaving
Lana River, running through the Tirana Municipality and its
surrounding area, seriously polluted by the direct discharge of
untreated wastewater and garbage disposal. As a result,
disposed garbage and bad odour negatively affect local
residents' hygienic and living environment. As the river down
streaming passes through a highly populated area, there is a
concern for the contamination of the underground water of those
areas.

With JICA's support, the quality of both groundwater and river
water are expected to be improved through the construction of
sewerage facilities (sewage treatment plants, sewage pipes and
drains) in the Greater Tirana Area.

The Albanian economy is based on a large segment of the
household’s economies and entrepreneurships. 45 % of its
population lives in rural areas.

The agriculture sector has one of the strongest contributors
to GDP.

The Tirana-Durres Region, an area connecting
the capital city of Tirana to Durres in its
suburbs, has an experienced explosive popula-
tion and urban growth over the last decade.
